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Introduction

By the end of the administrative year
2008, and the preparation of this report,
Kuwait Transparency Society has taken
vast steps toward empowering the civil
society to practice its role in the process of
reform, combating corruption and urging
the three powers; legislative, executive and
judiciary to work hard for combating al
forms of corruption spreading in all
organizations of the state, and even as a
culture in the society.

The first to years of the life of the
society witnessed finalizing the procedures
of registration, founding the infra structure
of its works and providing a domicile for
the society as well as setting the bylaws
necessary for its work and performing
some scattered activities that introduce the
society, its goals and the objectives it
adopts.

In the year 2008, the society worked on
transferring some of its activities into
organizational works. It managed to form
an organizational team work affiliated to
the society to be meant with achieving its
objectives, examples include:

— Public Organizations Reform
Indicator: A board of trustees was
formed for managing this indicator, and
its first session started in Feb. 2008 to
announce organizing the public
organizations of the state pursuant to
criteria of (transparency, disinterest,
counting, law respect, justice, equal
opportunities, effectiveness, and
competition). The second session will
be shortly announced during the first
quarter of the current year 2009.

— The Higher Commissariat for
Election Transparency The Higher
Commissariat for Election
Transparency was formed following
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dissolving the National Assembly in
March 2008. It performed well in
monitoring the elections, and issued an
ideal report composed of 132 pates.
Kuwait Transparency Society received
commendation of the commissariat
work from different entities. The
commissariat shall practice its role in
monitoring the elections of the National
Assembly.

— Kuwait Transparency Conference
Kuwait Transparency Conference was
organized for the second time during
February 2008, and preparations
continue to hold the third version of the
conference during the first quarter of
the year 2009. Therefore, the
conference is established to be annual,
and to present a distinguished work that
enriches the issues of transparency in
an academic way that covers local and
international experiences in different
fields.

— The United Nations Convention
Against Corruption (UNCAC)
Kuwait Transparency Society managed
to present a group of law proposals for
the execution of UNCAC, and to hold
several activities and perform a lot of
studies in the scope of the convention,
and to work on two local fronts; the
National Assembly and the Council of
Ministers to achieve a serious and fast
application of the provisions of the
convention.

— National Debate for Social Reform:
Kuwait Transparency Society managed
to gather different efforts on the level
of the three powers; the legislative, the
executive and the judiciary from
different cultural and social trends to
discuss different issues related to social
reform. Kuwait Transparency Society
received a vast response due to
independence, neutrality, and academic
methodology.

The current phase of the Kuwaiti political life is
very critical. There is a lot of debate in private and
public gatherings about the need to develop our
political system to match the requirements of this
era.

Pivots

The “debate” seeks to identify means of
political reforms. Five main pivots were identified
for discussion:

— The role of the ruling family in the Kuwaiti
society and its political system The case of
intervention between ruling family and the
government. The role of family in the management
of the country, the reading of the ruling family of
the constitution, and the mechanism of choosing the
presidency of the state.

— Composition and Work of the Legislative
Power: Values in the parliamentary work, the
electoral system and its consequences, political
parties and the parliamentary work, the legislative
power’s practice of its competence, political money
and parliamentary work, government dealings with
the parliament, the parliament and the people’s
representation.
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— Composition and Work of the Executive
Power: The parliamentary depth of the government,
evaluating the government performance of the
executive work, mechanism and method of
government forming, the position of the
government’s organizational work.

— Composition and Work of the Judicial
Power: Independence of judiciary, presidency over
judicial powers, nationalizing judiciary,
mechanisms of qualifying judges, judicial protection
and the position of judiciary, internal and external
monitoring of judiciary.

— The Relation Among the Three Powers:
Interference of competencies among the three
powers, the political practice exceeding the
possibilities of political reality.

The signing ceremonies were
attended by a number of nominees with the total of
27 signature.

Later, a letter was sent to His Excellency the
Head of the Council of Ministers attached with a
copy of the National Convention for the Reform of
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The convention covers a group of points
leading to the development of the work of the
National Assembly and the Council of Ministers if
applied. These issues can be adopted by amendmet
of the internal bylaws of the National Assembly and
some other bylaws without affecting the
constitution. The idea is based on inviting some
nominees for the elections of the National Assembly
to sign the convention in abidance with its execution
in case they win the electios.

The convention was also sent to all the
members of the National Assembly after they won
the elections, inviting them to apply its contents.

Supporting the Government in Applying
the Law and No Retraction:

After the events of removing infringements on
the state property, and ceasing the partial elections
which is legally condemned, and the appearance of
some protests from groups of individuals on the
reaction of the government regarding the two issues,
a press release was issued under the title of: “With
You to Build Kuwait”, which was participated in by
several public interest societies, where it was
confirmed that we are in a cross way and that we
have to choose either the application of the law or
the mass and jungle law. It was also confirmed that
public interest organizations support the
government regarding the necessity of applying the
law and imposing its respect.

Also, a delegation was formed from the public
interest organizations to meet His Excellency the
Head of the Council of Ministers on the same issue.
Attendees from Kuwait Transparency Society
included the secretary Salah Al-Humaidi, and the
Member of the Higher Commissariat for
Transparency of Elections Dr. Faisal Al-Fahad.

Refusing the Law of Gathering
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12 of the public interest organizations
organized a press conference and issued a press
release on 10/4/2008 refusing the direction of the
government and its adopting of the decree by law of
gathering and public processions. The meeting was
covered by several newspapers, and later, the
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government retracted from its trend to issue the
decree by law.

The conference was attended by Salma Al-Esa,
member of the Board of Directors of Kuwait
Transparency Society.

An Amiri Decree of 19/3/2008 dissolved the National
Assembly. Immediately, Kuwait Transparency Society
decided to form the supervisory board of the commissariat
composed of the following names:

The supervisory board held its first meeting on Saturday
22/3/2008, and issued its first report of the commissariat on
election monitoring on Monday 24/3/2008.

With the issuance of the decree of
constitutional dissolving of the National Assembly,
the election season started as the elections should
take place within two months of the date of
dissolving the National Assembly. There were a
group of promising governmental promises that the
elections will be transparent and clear, and that the
government shall work, through its staff in the
ministries of interior, information, municipality,
justice, awqaf and Islamic affairs, and social affairs
and labor, on the application of laws and procedures
relevant to the elections of the National Assembly.

Pursuant to the Kuwaiti Constitution, articles
80, 81, and 82, on the legislative power, and based
on the election law No. 35 of 1962, and amending
laws thereto, the Higher Commissariat for
Transparency of Elections” followed up and
monitored the election process to identify its level
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of transparency, compatibility with the constitution
and the law, and reported the results of such
monitoring on weekly basis via different means of
media to the public. The commissariat work
covered all issues relevant to governmental
organizations, political groups, nominees, and all
parties related to the election process.

The commissariat issued nine reports which are
published on the society's website. Newspapers
were also provided with a copy, and it was
published by all of them. The final report on
monitoring the elections of the National Assembly
for the year 2008 was issued in 132 pages, and is
divided into two parts: The first part was on
preparation for the elections and the second was on
voting and vote counting. At the end, the report
submitted fifteen recommendations to benefit from
them in the next elections. The book was distributed
to official entities and media, and was published on
the official website of Kuwait Transparency
Society.
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The Honoring Party of the Commissariat VVolunteers

At the end of the work of the commissariat, an honoring party was organized on the honor of male and
female volunteers who participated in the work of the commissariat along the period of the elections which
extended for more than two months. Certificates of appreciation were distributed to the attendees in the
attendance of Mr. Salah Al-Ghazali, Head of Kuwait Transparency Society, and the Secretary Mr. Salah
Al-Humaidi. The honoring party was concluded with a dinner banquet.

Kuwait Transparency Society received several
letters of thanks and praising of this publication, on
top of which comes that of His Excellency the Head
of the Council of Ministers.

Nominee

During the preparations of the
elections of the National Assembly
2008, the electors were in need to
know the characteristics of a good
nominee for the legislative mission
from the professional, technical and
academic point of view. Therefore,
Kuwait Transparency Society took
the initiative of issuing a list of the
characteristics of the good nominee,
which was printed and distributed to
electoral areas. The list was also
published in newspapers, and on the
website of Kuwait Transparency
Society.

Evaluating the Frame of the Electoral System

Cover of the Report
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After more than forty six years of recent Kuwaiti Democracy, and with the fast development of
democracies around the world, it was time to introduce Kuwaiti Democracy pursuant to international
measures.

During the preparations for the National Assembly elections, which lasted for only two months prior to
its scheduled time in May 2008, it was agreed with Democracy Reporting International (DRI) to visit the
State of Kuwait and peruse the Kuwaiti election experience. A delegation from DRI visited several figures
from different political groups and independent nominees and had meetings with them. Many meetings
were also organized with governmental figures regarding the organization of the elections. A visit to the
electoral centers was organized on 19/5/2008, where the delegation lively lived the Kuwaiti democratic
experience.
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DRI is a non-partisan, independent, non-profit network composed of European election experts. Its
main domicile is located in Berlin in the Federal Republic of Germany. DRI seeks to develop the political
participation of citizens, enhance counting in governmental organizations and developing democratic
organizations around the world. DRI analyzes, issues reports, and provide recommendations for decision
makers in the field of democratic development. It also seeks to help in providing local and appropriate
solutions for practicing the international rights of citizens to participate in the elections of their countries.

During their existence in Kuwait, and in view of their vast experience in evaluating democracy in
different parts of the world pursuant to worldly known criteria, where they evaluated democracy in several
countries around the world and issued reports on the evaluation of several Arab countries including Egypt,
Jordan, Morocco, Algeria, Syria, and Lebanon, Kuwait Transparency Society believed that it would be
appropriate

to evaluate the democracy in Kuwait pursuant to international criteria, and that such evaluation comes
from an international organization of vast experience and information of the international criteria in
addition to a great experience worldwide, and that such entity is not governmental or tendentious, in order
to reach a scientific evaluation of our democratic experience.

A contract was concluded between the two parties, and the representative of Kuwait Transparency
Society Dr. Ibrahim Al-Hadban, professor of political sciences in Kuwait University was named as a
participant expert with them. Engineer Homod Okla Al-Ennizi, head of the cultural center in Kuwait
Transparency Society assisted them as a coordinator and communication officer.
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Head of the Board of

State Minister for Municipal
Affairs

The report was issued in English, and then
translated into Arabic, published, and distributed to
several entities. The report was also sent to the head
and members of the Council of Ministers, head and
members of the National Assembly, head and
members of the Higher Council of Judiciary and a
number of judicial consultants. It was further sent to
the entities relevant to election organization like the
election department in the Ministry of Interior,
Kuwaiti Municipality, and Ministry of Justice. In
addition, the report was distributed to press,
political groups, leading figures, and a press
conference was organized to announce the issuance
of the report.

Kuwait Transparency Society held a workshop
on 17/11/2008 to announce the results of the report.
It was discussed in the attendance of a number of
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social figures, and representatives of a number of
foreign embassies in Kuwait. Salah Al-Humaidi, the
secretary, delivered the speech of Kuwait
Transparency Society.

We hope that this report shall benefit in the
evaluation, guidance and development of the
Kuwaiti democracy, and to obtain the interest it
deserves and that Kuwaiti democracy deserves in
the Council of Ministers, the National Assembly,
the political groups, the national powers and the
civil society.

Several members of the National Assembly seek to organize the priorities of the National Assembly in
its new legislative term. A committee was established in the National Assembly to identify the priorities of
the assembly during the second session. Coordination was done with MP Dr. Adel Al-Sarawi to have a
special session for discussing the laws of fighting corruption and the execution of UNCAC, and that such
session be held in the end of December 2008. Due to the cease of the sessions of the National Assembly
during the last two months of 2008, the session was not held, hoping to reschedule all the sessions in the

year 20009.

A Training Program of Election
Monitoring:

Kuwait Transparency Society organized a
training program under the title of (The Role of the
Proxy and Representative in Monitoring Elections)
in cooperation with the constitutional expert Dr.
Mohamed Al-Mogatea, shortly prior to the elections
of the National Assembly which was held in May
2008. 30 male and female election monitors
participated in the program.

The Law of Anti-Corruption

The Law of the Right of Perusal:

In cooperation and coordination with the MP
and the Deputy Head of Kuwait Transparency
Society Mr. Ahmed Al-Mulaifi, the proposal of the
law for anticorruption and the proposed law of the
right of perusal were re-submitted to the National
Assembly in the beginning of the new legislative
term directly after the elections of May 2005. They
were both scheduled in the agenda of the National
Assembly after they were signed by five members
in the National Assembly. It its worthy mentioning
that both proposals were submitted to the National
Assembly in the previous legislative term but the
National Assembly was dissolved before their
consideration. The proposal of the two laws was
published in all media means and were also
published in full text on the website of Kuwait
Transparency Society.
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Al-Qabas newspaper published the study on 22/12/2008

The Law of Conflict of Interest:
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To limit the practices of using job or public position for personal interest, it is a must to set
legislations, form monitoring systems able to eliminate or minimize such practices. The law of conflict of
interest is on the top of the list of priorities. It identifies the concept, culturally inform of it, trains workers
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on its application, and sets a limit for the use of influence in addition to imposing punishment on those who

use public positions for achieving personal interests.

The Chairman prepared a study under the title of “The Law of Conflict of Interest; An Inevitable
Must”. The study contained an explanation of the importance of that law, a definition of conflict of interest,
the conflict of interest between the constitution and laws & bylaws, cases of conflict of interest, positions
covered by the law, the committee for public position ethics, the committee for parliamentary disinterest,
financial disclosure, rules of behavior and conflict of interest, exceptions and punishments.

The study was published both Al-Qabas and
Al-Watan newspapers, as well as on the website of
Kuwait Transparency Society.

Governance and Anti-Corruption Team

The council of Ministers formed a working
team for the execution of the project of governance
and anti-corruption in August 2008, which
composed participants from the government,
jurisdiction, and civil society. These are: The
General Prosecutor, the General Secretariat of the
Higher Council of Planning and Development, The
General Secretariat of the Council of Ministers, the
Central Bank of Kuwait, the Ministry of Justice, the
Ministry of Finance, The Board of Following Up
Governmental Performance, Kuwait University,
Kuwait Economic Society, and Kuwait
Transparency Society.

The government also contracted with the World
Bank for the execution of the project under the
supervision of the above mentioned working team.

Out of its keenness to achieve its objectives via
the legislative and executive powers, and after it had
cooperated with several members of the National
Assembly in providing a group of proposed laws,
Kuwait Transparency Society seeks parallel
cooperation with the executive power for
achievement of the same objectives. Kuwait
Transparency Society participated in the main
working team and in all the sub-committees thereof.

It was agreed that the governance and anti
corruption project covers the following issues:
Perusing advancement in the application of
contractual obligations of the UNCAS, the law of
freedom of information, the recommendations of the
report of evaluating purchases and tenders,
procedures of evaluating public expenditure and
financial accounting (PEFA), the law of conflict of
interest and rules of behavior, the law of financial
disclosure, the law of protecting reporters, analyzing
and obtaining opinions of citizens and employees of
the public sector regarding disinterest and anti-
corruption, development of the organizational and
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legal frame of anticorruption, issuing a brief report
on the results of evaluation, the booklet of
administrative procedures for enhancing disinterest
and anti-corruption, government spoksman.

Kuwait Transparency Society was represented
in the working team and sub-committees by the
following ladies and gentlmen: Salah Al-Ghazali,
Salah Al-Humaidi, Abdul llah Marafi, Salma Al-
Essa, Dr. Faisal Al-Fahd, Ghadeer Al-Imran, Abdul
Hamid Ali.

Supporting the Application of UNCAC
in the Arab Countries

The initiative of Good Administration for
Serving Development in the Arab Countries”
organized the conference of “Supporting the
Application of UNCAC in the Arab Countries”,
with support from the UNDP-POGAR, and the
Organization of Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD) for three days during the
period from 21 to 23 January 2008 in the dead sea
in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

Kuwait participated as represented by the
Ministry of Justice and Kuwait Transparency
Society. The conference recommended the Arab
delegations to establish an Arab governmental
network for supporting the application of the United
Nations Convention for Anti-Corruption (UNCAC).
Civil organizations met on the margin of the
conference for getting closer and for coordination to
serve the convention.

Network of Civil Society Organizations

for Supporting UNCAC Application

The head of Kuwait Transparency Society
participated in a meeting entitled “Toward Setting
Up the Network of Civil Society Organizations for
Supporting UNCAC Application” which was
organized by the United Nations Development
Program (UNDP) in Beirut during the period from
13 to 14/6/2008. After the exerted efforts for
forming a governmental network for anti-corruption
to be announced in the Autumn of 2008, this
meeting was organized to form the parallel non-
governmental network for holding meetings
between the two networks for discussion of the
issues relevant to the convention.

The meeting resulted in selecting Mr. Salah Al-
Ghazali, Chairman of Kuwait Transparency Society
and Dr. Azmi Al-Shuaibi — Delegate of Aman
Coalition for Integrity and Accountability from
Palestine, and Khalid Hajjaj from the Algerian

A letter was also sent to the Minister of
Administrative Development and Minister of
Housing Dr. Modi Al-Homod including the report
of Kuwait Transparency Society regarding the
accomplishments of the government in application
of UNCAC to be considered upon setting the
priorities of the government which shall be
submitted to the National Assembly in October
2008.
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Public Organizations Reform Indicator:
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Obijectives

The indicator aims at setting the criteria for
evaluating the performance of public entities in
Kuwait pursuant to the requirements of
transparency, disinterest, service development,
enhancing positive competition between the
organizations of the public sectors, between officers
and staff members working therein, spreading
awareness of the importance of combating
administrative and financial corruption among

employees in the governmental sector, mobilizing all the governmental employees in one direction of
reform, development of performance, improving service and maintaining public money, the indicator’s
participation with the passage of time in the development of work bylaws and procedures by benefiting
from the criteria and turning them into an integrated program for anti-corruption in public entities, and

media highlight of distinguished public organizations.

Evaluation Criteria

Evaluation Criteria were distributed in order for
the result at the end of the indicator's work to reveal
for us the level of (transparency, disinterest,
accounting, law respect, justice, equal opportunities,
effectiveness, competition) in governmental entities,
so that we can identify the best governmental entity
in the six fields and the worst one.

Timing:

The indicator is prepared and its results are
announced on annual basis, the results of 2007 were
announced during Second Kuwait Transparency
Conference which was held in February 2008.

The second version of the indicator shall reveal
its results in March 2009.

The Website

Kuwait Transparency Society internet website
www.transparency-kuwait.org or
www.shafafeyah.org is considered as the biggest
Arabic website specialized in the issues of
transparency, disinterest and anti-corruption. The
number of visitors of the website till the end of 2008
exceeded four hundred thousand visitors, half of
which is during the second half of this year only,
which refers to the multiplication of the number of
visits during the last six months. The site is being
mainly accessed from four countries arranged as
follows: The United States, Egypt, Saudi Arabia,
Kuwait, then other Arab and foreign countries.
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News of transparency are monitored in local
and international newspapers as well as websites on
daily basis and on three levels: Monitoring all news
about Kuwait Transparency Society, monitoring
daily news about financial and administrative
corruption in Kuwaiti public entities, monitoring
news of transparency and anti-corruption world
wide as derived from several news and specialized
websites.

The centre usually avails the possibility of
downloading all publications of Kuwait
Transparency Society from its website to its
audience. The site also publishes international
reports issued by TI and other relevant
organizations once announced.
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The Electronic Library:

Kuwait Transparency Society website includes
an electronic library with over one thousand five
hundred references in both Arabic and English
distributed to eleven different divisions as follows:
transparency in the private sector, civil society,
disinterest of the parliamentarian performance,
transparency and anti-corruption, sound ruling,
women empowering, the electronic government,
transparency and information, codes of ethics,
transparency and religion and money laundry.

Kuwait Transparency Society Library
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Kuwait Transparency Society started with its
moderate capabilities to establish a library that
includes a group of specialized books in the fields
of its work in both Arabic and English. The library

also includes different types of readable, audio and
visual publications like:

Books, periodicals, researches and studies, video tapes, cassettes, CDs, DVDs and pictures.
Till the end of 2008, the library included 300 titles.

Based on the content of article (51) of the
Articles of Association of Kuwait Transparency
Society, the “Library Bylaw” was set to organize all
issues of the library, including: Sectors of
beneficiaries, services rendered, financial cost,
indoor reading, borrowing, delays, damages, losses,
and punishments.

Referential Service

The library introduces this service which
includes answering all questions and inquiries
received from members, researchers and assisting
them in identifying some basic references in a
particular subject, how to use a specific reference to
answer a question, etc. This service is basically
based on the available set of books, traditional and
electronic references available.

The library received tens of university students,
and post-graduates, and provided them with several
references and information. The library also
received several researches and studies, copies of
which were put in the library as well as on Kuwait
Transparency Society website.
